The main attractions that captivated the young learners included: 

🌌  Space Theatre (Digital Planetarium): This was a major highlight! The 

students were taken on an immersive 3D journey into the universe under the large 

dome. The spectacular shows on astronomy, stars, and galaxies provided an awe-

inspiring visual experience, making the complex concepts of space and 

cosmology easy to grasp. 

 

Dark Ride: Evolution of Life: The students embarked on a thrilling journey 

through a dark tunnel in a slow-moving electric car. This "Dark Ride" featured 

56 life-size robotic models of prehistoric creatures, depicting the major 

milestones in the evolution of life—from early organisms to the age of dinosaurs. 

The special light and sound effects made the experience truly immersive and 

memorable. 

🦋  Live Butterfly Enclave (Butterfly Garden): Located within the 

Dynamotion Hall, the students visited the glass-enclosed Live Butterfly Enclave. 

They were enchanted by the sight of thousands of colorful butterflies fluttering 

amidst a variety of host plants. The exhibit provides a great, live lesson on 

biodiversity and the life cycle of a butterfly .
